Dear Headteacher
Regretfully, we write to inform you that, due to a serious bullying incident, my child, (name), will not be attending school until further notice.
This decision has not been taken lightly. We are extremely disappointed and saddened that our child has been placed in a situation where their safety and well-being are in question. At this time, we are not assured that the school environment can provide the necessary protection and support. The matter has been logged with the police, the Sikh Council. We are being advised by NSABA.org.uk who are reviewing the case at present.
Just as no adult can be expected to work in an atmosphere marked by fear and exclusion, no child can be expected to learn, let alone thrive in an environment where their safety is placed at risk due to the actions of others.
Please feel free to get in touch with any queries you may have. We do not wish to hamper or delay any investigation and remain committed to supporting the process as needed in order to navigate this difficult situation. We are currently in the process of compiling the relevant facts and will present these to you separately. We trust that the school will undertake a full and fair investigation into the matter so that, together, a resolution can be found that ensures the safety and dignity of those being bullied and in line with the school’s ethos and values.
